MISSION STATEMENT OF THE PA MASONIC YOUTH FOUNDATIO N 
The Mission of the Pennsylvania Masonic Youth Foundation is to lead the Masonic Fraternity  in providing services on behalf of 
young people , and training for adults who work for the betterment of youth.  
 
To accomplish this Mission, the Foundation will enhance the programs of the Masonic Youth Groups , support initiatives to keep 
children safe  from violence, abuse and exploitation, and provide specialized education  for adults who offer leadership to youth in 
the Commonwealth. 
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The 1st Annual Miss Job’s Daughter Scholarship Pageant was held 40 years 
ago in 1970.  The purpose of this pageant lies in the title of the event.  While 
the Grand Guardian Council uses this event to select the “spokeswomen” for 
the organization, the reason for starting the pageant was, and still is, to gen-
erate funds for scholarships. 
 
Each year, the Grand Guardian Council awards scholarships to deserving Members and Majority 
Members of Pennsylvania Job’s Daughters using the proceeds from the Miss Job’s Daughter Schol-
arship Pageant.  These funds are generated by donations to the event, Contestant Sponsorships, 
and ticket sales.  Last year, the Grand Guardian Council awarded 21 scholarships, totaling $14,800.

These ideas will be investigated and a full report given to the Board of Di-
rectors at their meeting in April. Pennsylvania Masonry has once again 
shown its generosity to the Masonic Youth Groups, and they are certainly 
thankful for it! 
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In recent years Pennsylvania DeMolay has taken the idea of being a youth-lead organization to 
heart. While PA DeMolay has an elected corps of State Officers, they were oft times so busy with 
supporting the Chapters of the Commonwealth that it was difficult for them to participate in the 
planning of some major events on the DeMolay calendar. This is where the Youth Directors of 
Pennsylvania DeMolay come in! PA DeMolay has two young men serving in the role of Youth Di-
rector:
